TEXAS A&M PREVIEW

With one weekend remaining in the regular season, No. 
13 Oklahoma (37-16, 14-1) will host No. 16 Texas A&M 
(34-18, 14-10) on May 15-17 at L. Dale Mitchell Park in 
a battle of two teams tied for fourth place in the Big 12 
standings.  With a series win, either team could poten-
tially fi nish second in the conference race and position 
itself to host a NCAA Regional.  The series begins on 
Friday at 6:30 p.m. in Norman.

Texas (17-9-1) wrapped up the Big 12 regular season 
title on Sunday with a win over the Aggies.  Missouri 
(16-11) sits in second place a game ahead of the Soon-
ers and Aggies, and Kansas State is third at 13-9-1, just 
.004 percentage points ahead of OU and Texas A&M.  
Kansas hosts K-State on Saturday and Sunday (Friday in 
Manhattan) and is one game behind the OU and TAMU.

Texas A&M was picked to fi nish fi rst in the preseason 
coaches’ poll after it won the 2008 regular season title.  
The Aggies went 0-2 in the Houston Super Regional to 
Rice and ended the year at 46-19 overall and 19-8 in Big 
12.  They return 14 letterwinners from the 2008 squad.

PLAYER TO WATCH - JAMIE JOHNSON

The Sooners’ centerfi elder is riding a 15-game hitting 

streak into the fi nal series of the regular season (tied for  

longest by a Sooner in 2009).  Johnson is hitting .407 

in that span with 24 base knocks and seven multi-hit 

games.  He is also scored 15 runs and driven in 11.

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 HEAD COACH SUNNY GOLLOWAY

Sunny Golloway has led the Sooners 
to three NCAA Regional Finals, 127 
victories and a top 25 ranking in each 
of his four years at the helm of the OU 
program. In 2008, OU returned to the 
NCAA Tournament for the 31st time 
in program history, two years after 
Golloway became the second coach in 

NCAA Division I history to guide his club to a Super Regional 
Appearance in his fi rst year at the helm. The 2006 season 
was highlighted by the Sooners’ 45-22 overall mark, a 
third-place fi nish in the Big 12 and an NCAA regional title, a 
program fi rst since 1995.

The Sooners posted a 36-26-1 overall record during the 
2008 campaign and advanced to the championship 
game of the NCAA Tempe Regional. Three Sooners, Aljay 
Davis, Aaron Baker and Mike Gosse were named to the 
all-tournament team giving OU such 13 honorees since 
Golloway took over at the end of the 2005 season.

Including eight seasons (1996-2003) as the head coach 
at Oral Roberts and his record at OU’s helm, Golloway is 
462-234-1 (.664). The winning percentage ranks in the top 
25 nationally among active head coaches with a minimum 
of fi ve years of experience. 

In 2006, his fi rst full year as head coach, Golloway guided 
the Sooners to a 45-22 mark, a third-place fi nish in the Big 
12, an NCAA regional title and the program’s fi rst Super 
Regional appearance (format originated in 1999).

The Sooners’ run in 2006 was the best in Norman since the 
1994 and 1995 teams made back-to-back appearances 
in the College World Series. OU was one win away from 
reaching the program’s 10th appearance in Omaha after 
Golloway and the Sooners dropped a best of three series to 
then-No. 1 Rice.

Not only did the Sooners enjoy a top 10 ranking for three 
weeks during the regular season, but they fi nished the year 
ranked No. 9 (Baseball America) and led the nation in fi eld-
ing percentage with a .983 mark (highest in school history 
and the second best mark in NCAA history).

Golloway was named the eighth head baseball coach at the 
University of Oklahoma on July 15, 2005. His appointment 
was made after successful stints on the Sooner staff as an 
assistant and interim head coach, and a strong eight-year 
run as the head coach at Oral Roberts.

When Golloway took over the Sooners in 2005, the team 
was 23-20 with a seventh-place Big 12 mark of 7-11. The 
team won its last three Big 12 series to move its overall 
record to 35-26 and its Big 12 mark to 14-13, good for a 
fi fth-place fi nish.

MORE ON THE TEXAS A&M SERIES

Texas A&M swept OU in College Station last season before 
the teams met in the opening game of the 2008 Big 12 
Championship.  OU won that postseason meeting, 4-1.  The 
Sooners won the last series meeting in Norman, 2-1, in 
2007 at L. Dale Mitchell Park.  

- OU has won four out of the last fi ve series meetings.
- Texas A&M has won the series opener in each of the last  
 fi ve series meetings, but OU has come back to win the  
 fi nal two games in 2004-2007.
- OU’s last series opening win was in 2003 in Norman.
- Texas A&M has won seven of the 12 series in Big 12 play.
- The teams have entered the series fi nale after splitting  
 the fi rst two games in eight of the 12 series meetings.  In  
 that scenario, OU has won the last four meetings and  
 Texas A&M the previous four.
- In Big 12 play, 25 of the 36 games have been decided by  
 three runs or less (OU is 14-11).  Since 1997, 15 games in  
 the series have been decided by one run and OU is 9-6 in  
 those contests.

LAST TIME OUT

The No. 17 Sooners went 3-2 last week which concluded 
with a 2-1 Bedlam Series victory over the weekend against 
Oklahoma State.  OU began the fi ve-game span on Monday 
with a 14-5 win over Southern Utah at home.  The Sooners 
lost 8-5 at UT-Arlington on Tuesday.

UP NEXT

OU will begin pool play on Wednesday, May 20 in the 2009 
Phillips 66 Big 12 Championship.  For the fi fth straight 
season, the tournament will be held at the AT&T Bricktown 
Ballpark in Oklahoma City.

OU IN BIG 12 RANKS

BIG 12 SERIES WINS

The Sooners have won six Big 12 series this season, second 
behind Texas (7), and have reached that mark for the fourth 
time since conference play began in 1997.  In three of those 
four years, OU hosted a regional (2006, 2004 and 2000).  OU 
won a program-best seven series in 2006, the same year it 
advanced to its fi rst Super Regional.

In addition, OU has one series remaining and is ahead of 
Missouri (5), which completed its Big 12 slate last week 
along with Texas.  Kansas, Kansas State and Texas A&M all 
have four series wins and conclude conference play this 
weekend.
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HOME RUN NOTES 

With two home runs against Oklahoma State, the Sooners 
have 81 this season, a mark that already has surpassed the 
season totals in each of the last 10 years (OU had a school-
record 114 in 1998).

OU has homered in fi ve of the last seven games and in 23 of 
the last 30 games ... OU has 58 in that span, a total is more 
than six Big 12 team’s totals.

The Sooners have 48 homers in Big 12 play, marking the 
most in conference play since the school-record 50 in 1998.

OU has homered in all but 14 games this season with 17 
multiple-homer games, including nine in Big 12 play.  OU 
has three or more homers in 10 games this season.

OU had 10 homers in the Baylor series, marking the third 
time in 2009 that it has connected for 10 or more homers in 
a Big 12 series (15 at Kansas State and 12 vs. Nebraska).

The Sooners have hit back-to-back homers on fi ve occa-
sions this season (Listed in italics to the right).

Aaron Baker is the fourth Sooner to have multiple homers 
in a game this season (J. Johnson, C. Johnson and J.T. Wise).  
He is one of three Big 12 players this year to have two mul-
tiple home run games (3/30 vs. Neb. and 4/26 at Baylor).

The Sooners had two home runs in the fi rst inning and 
three more in the seventh on April 26 at Baylor, marking 
the ninth and 10th time this season they have hit multiple 
homers in a frame.

With two outs on the board, OU has 34 homers this season.

The Sooners tied a Big 12 record with 11 home runs during 
the series fi nale against Kansas State.  OU hit fi ve dingers in 
the fi rst inning and four more in the seventh.

OU has 19 homers this season that led off an inning, includ-
ing four from Jaime Johnson that began a game.  Overall, 
OU has 35 solo blasts this season.

After 53 games last season, the Sooners had 50 home runs.

OU has 16 home runs this season after the sixth inning.

J.T. Wise (16), Aaron Baker (13) and Jamie Johnson (11) 
rank second, fourth and seventh, respectively, in home runs 
in the Big 12.  Wise’s total is the most by a Sooner since Rick 
Park hit 18 in 2000.

Bryant Hernandez (10), Jamie Johnson (11), Baker (13) and 
Wise (16) is the fi rst quartet of Sooners to have double digit 
homers in the same season since 1999 (Casey Bookout-16, 
Rich Park-11, Bobby Walters-11 and Jeff Bajenaru-10).

Despite the 1.56 HR/game average this season, the 2009 
Sooners are still behind the school record of 114 homers 
hit in 1998 across 62 games, a 1.8 average per game.  That 
team had 102 dingers after 53 games.

Since the schedule expanded in 1972, the Sooners have 
more homers this season than 31 OU teams since that year.

CLEARING THE FENCES

After 53 games, the Sooners lead the Big 12 with 83 home 
runs.  Fourteen different Sooners have cleared the fences 
and  six players  have fi ve or more home runs.  Below is a 
closer look at OU’s homers in 2009:

FOUR SOONERS NAMED ACADEMIC ALL-BIG 12

Four Sooners were named to the 2009 Academic All-Big 12 
teams on May 14.  Seniors C.J. Blue and Trey Sperring led 
the way with fi rst team honors and senior Matt Harughty 
and junior Chase Anderson were named to the second 
team. The selections were career fi rsts for each of the four 
Sooners. Oklahoma has had at least two honorees on the 
academic all-conference team since 1993.

SCORING FIRST

OU has scored fi rst in 31 games this season with a 23-8 
record in those contests.  The opposition  has tallied the 
game’s fi rst run on 22 occasions but OU is 14-8 in those 
situations.  The Sooners have scored fi rst in 17 of the last 26 
games and in 14 of the 24 conference games. 

THE BIG INNING

OU has hit through the batting order on 20 occasions this 
year and scored fi ve or more runs in 18 different frames.  
OU is 14-1 when it plates fi ve or more runs in a game.   The 
only loss came in the second game of the San Diego series.  
The Sooners had two big innings (5-plus runs) in game 
three of the WIU series, game three of the KSU series and 
against Southern Utah. 

DUKE MOVING UP SAVES LIST

Ryan Duke is having one of the best seasons by an OU 
closer in school history.  He ranks second in the Big 12 (8th 
in the nation) with 12 saves.  That total is the third most  
all-time in a single season at OU (behind Bucky Buckles 
with 14 in 1994), while his 12 career saves ranks fi fth 
all-time.  Duke also has three wins, one of those coming 
against Washington State, one of his two blown saves on 
the year (Arkansas the other).

SOONERS FIRST TO REACH 30 WINS

OU was the fi rst team in the Big 12 to reach 30 wins and it 
accomplished the feat after 41 games.  The pace is the sec-
ond fastest by a Sooner team to reach the 30-win plateau 
since the 1994 National Championship team, which also 
started 30-11.  OU started the 1995, 1997 and 2006 seasons 
at 30-10.   Those three squads fi nished their respective 
seasons with a College World Series appearance (1995), a 
Big 12 Championship (1997) and the program’s fi rst Super 
Regional Appearance (2006).

HOME SUCCESS

Oklahoma is 21-4 at home this season after outscoring 
opponents 239-121.  The Sooners started the year 14-0 at 
home and won its 14th home game in as many chances on 
March 29 against Nebraska.  The perfect start was the sec-
ond best by an OU team at home.  The winning streak was 
snapped by Nebraska later that day and was at 16 games 
dating back to last season.   OU has lost all four home 
games this season in conference play (Nebraska, Texas Tech 
and Kansas).  In 1974, OU started that campaign 17-0.  

TWO-OUT RBI

The Sooners have driven in 144 runs with two outs on the 
board, which represents 35 percent of the current season 
total (407).  Six players have 10 or more two-out RBIs with 
J.T. Wise leading the way with 26.  Bryant Hernandez and 
Casey Johnson follow with 17 and 16, respectively, while 
Garrett Buechele (15), Jamie Johnson (14) and Aaron Baker 
(12) round out the list.

TIME FOR A RALLY

The Sooners have come from behind to win 19 games this
season, including three decisions in extra innings. Of Sunny
Golloway’s 164 wins at OU, 83 have been in come-from-be-
hind fashion.

EXTRA INNINGS UNDER GOLLOWAY

OU is 3-1 this season in games played in extra innings with 
victories over Bethune Cookman (5-4 in 10 innings), Wash-
ington State (game two, 9-7 in 11 innings) and Kansas 
(game three, 10-9 in 10 innings) and an 8-7 loss at then-
No. 8 Arkansas in 10 innings.  Since Golloway took over the 
helm of the Sooner program at the end of the 2005 season, 
OU is 15-2-1 in extra innings.  The other loss came against 
Missouri on April 19, 2009 (tie at Nebraska in 2008).

MIDWEEK SUCCESS

The Sooners have had success in the midweek games under 
head coach Sunny Golloway.  OU won 11 straight midweek 
games this season, three wins over ranked opponents, 
until falling at then-No. 8 Arkansas.  OU fi nished 12-3 this 
season and is 44-9 all-time under Golloway.  OU was 15-1 
in midweek contests last season, a mark that helped propel 
them into the NCAA Tournament. 

DOUBLE DIGITS

The Sooners have scored 10 or more runs in 19 of the 53 
games this season with a 8.4 runs/game average .  OU is 
19-0 when they score 10-plus runs in a game in 2009.  In 
addition, the Sooners are averaging 11.1 hits per game 
with double digit hits in all but 12 games.  The Sooners are 
27-4 when they connect for 10-plus hits in a contest.   OU 
ranks in the top 25 nationally in total hits and runs scored.

SOONERS STRIKE OUT 16 SHOCKERS

The pitching staff had a season-high 16 strikeouts at 
Wichita State on April 8,  marking the most strikeouts 
recorded by OU since March 23, 2007 vs. Texas A&M (16). 
OU has recorded double digits in strikeouts seven times this 
season and is 6-1 when it reaches 10 or more.

Jamie Johnson has been highly successful as OU’s leadoff 
hitter this season and for a majority of 2008.  In 2009, 
Johnson has doubled his home run total of fi ve from a year 
ago.  Johnson ranks in the top 15 in the Big 12 with 11.  
Seven of Johnson’s 16 career bombs, have led off a game, 
including four this season.

RECORDS FALL IN SOONERS’ 29-4 VICTORY

The Sooners’ school record 11 home runs in Sunday’s fi nale 
at Kansas State tied a Big 12 record (OSU hit 11 versus 
Chicago St.) and was two shy of tying an NCAA record. OU 
hit fi ve home runs in the fi rst inning of that game after 
putting 17 batters at the plate to score 13 runs (one run shy 
of tying school record).  In the fi fth inning, OU hit four more 
dingers to plate 11 more runs.  

29 RUNS!

The Sooners’ 29 runs in the game is tied for the fourth 
most runs scored in school history and the most since 1986. 
OU 20-plus runs marked the sixth time under head coach 
Sunny Golloway (second this season) and three of those 
games came against Big 12 opponents.

HITS GALORE

The 27 hits on March 22 at KSU was the most hits recorded 
by an OU team since Feb. 17, 1991 (29 vs. Kearney State).  
The total is three shy of the school record of 30, set on 
March 22 1989 vs. Northern Iowa.  The Sooners also had 27 
hits on March 6, 1986 against Southwestern State.  Under 
Golloway, OU has recorded 20 or more hits in nine games 
(two this season), including four against Big 12 opponents. 

BACK-TO-BACK COMPLETE GAMES

Michael Rocha and C.J. Blue achieved a rare feat during 
the doubleheader against Houston Baptist as both starters 
went the distance to allow a combined 11 hits and zero 
earned runs in 18 innings of action.  The last time two 
Sooners threw back-to-back complete games was during 
the 2001 season.  On April 27 of that year, Evan Greusel 

lasted nine innings (seven hits, zero runs) to top visiting 
Centenary.  The next day, also against the Gents, Austin Mix 
went the distance after giving up one run off two hits.

SOONERS ON TELEVISION

OU is 7-0 during televised games this season with wins 
over Kansas State (March 21-22), Missouri (April 4), Texas 
Tech (April 10), Wichita State (April 22) and OSU (May 8-9).

2010 SIGNING CLASS

The OU coaching staff inked 10 high school players, 
including four Oklahoma products, and six players from the 
junior college ranks. The Sooners concentrated on adding 
players to all areas of the fi eld as the signing class features 
eight positions players and eight pitchers, including fi ve 
left-handers.  

Overall, 11 of the recruits are rated by Perfect Game Cross-
checker as prospects for the 2009 MLB Draft.

OU’s signees feature some of the best prep stars from the 
state in Brandon Bargas (LHP) and Austin Kirk (LHP/1B) 
from Owasso High School, Jarek Pritchard (OF) from Charles 
Page H.S. and Ryan Gibson (LHP) from Yukon H.S.

Rounding out the group of high school recruits are six 
talented players from the state of Texas with Abel Baker 
(C/1B), the brother of current Sooner Aaron Baker, from 
Denton H.S., Drew Harrison (1B) from Waxahachie H.S., 
Jordan John (LHP) from Calallen H.S., Chad Kettler (SS) 
from Coppell H.S., Jack Mayfi eld (SS) from Del Rio H.S. and 
Drew Verhagen (RHP) from Heath H.S.
