With a 9-1 record this year, the No. 4/3 University of Oklahoma
softball team travels Palm Springs, Calif., to take part in the
prestigious Mary Nutter Collegiate Classic. OU will face
arquably its toughest stretch of opponents this season as four
of the teams it is scheduled to face in Palm Springs are either
ranked or receiving votes. Lack of familiarity will not be an
issue for Oklahoma as it has faced all five schools within the
past two years.

The weekend begins against No. 13/10 Arizona. The teams
last met during the 2013 season when OU won two games by
scores of 5-0 and 4-0. OU has won eight straight against the
Wildcats, which is the team’s fourth longest active win streak
against major conference teams.

The Sooners then face San Diego State, which is receiving votes

in the USA Softball poll. OU beat SDSU, 4-0, in 2013 thanks

in part to a two-run double by then-freshman and current
junior Erin Miller. In their last four meetings, the Sooners have
outscored the Aztecs 14-0.

Friday’s lone game pits OU against No. 8/7 Georgia. Since the
team’s first met in 2008, all four contests have been tight. In

fact, the teams have combined for just 14 runs in those four

games with OU outscoring UGA 10-4.

The final day of the tournament begins with Oklahoma taking
on No. 11/9 Kentucky. OU’s five-game winning streak in the
series was snapped last year as the Wildcats won the season
opener in 10 innings over OU, 5-4. Oklahoma’s final game will
be against Loyola Marymount, whom the Sooners defeated
last season 11-1in five innings. Both Lauren Chamberlain and
Shelby Pendley went 2-3 with two runs scored and two RBI.
The highlight of the game though came as the Sooners turned
a 5-4-3 triple play in the fourth inning.

THUMB INJURY TO KEEP CASEY OUT

Senior infielder Georgia Casey is expected to miss significant
time after an injury suffered during Oklahoma’s season opener.
On Feb. 5, Casey suffered a tear of her ulnar collateral ligament
in her left thumb during a tag play at second base. Casey had
surgery on Feb. 12; one week after the injury occurred. The
timetable for recovery is 8-12 weeks from the date of the
surgery.

A three-time All-Big 12 honoree, Casey has a career batting
average of .346 with 29 home runs and 121 runs batted in.
Her on-base percentage of .459 ranks eighth in school history,
while her .608 slugging percentage is ninth. Casey also ranks
10th at OU with 139 career runs scored, 38 doubles and 95
walks drawn.

CHAMBERLAIN NAMED BIG 12 PLAYER OF THE WEEK
Senior Lauren Chamberlain earned her second Big 12 Player of
the Week award of the season as she continued her torrid start
to the 2015 campaign at the Littlewood Classic. In helping the
Sooners go 4-1, Chamberlain hit .533 (8-15), with seven runs
scored, eight hits, three home runs, nine runs batted in and five
walks. She slugged 1.133 and got on base at a clip of .650.

The award is the second of the season for Chamberlain and

the seventh of her career, which ties former Sooner Heather
Scaglione (2002-05) for the most Big 12 Player of the Week
honors in school history.

EIGHT HIGH SCHOOLERS TO PLAY FOR OU IN 2016

After a perfect weekend in Hawaii, Oklahoma started 5-0 for
the 11th time in school history, 10 of which have come under
head coach Patty Gasso.

0U opened with a 9-2 win over No. 25/RV DePaul thanks to a
five-run fifth inning in which the Sooners entered trailing 2-1.

Lauren Chamberlain then homered twice in a 17-0, five-inning
rout of Saint Mary’s. It was her 15th career multi-home run
game and included her fourth career grand slam. It was OU’s
highest run total since an 18-3, five-inning win over Liberty on
March 7, 2014.

Shelby Pendley struck out a career-high 10 batters in a 7-0 win
over Hawaii before the Sooners got their second win over De-
Paul with an 11-3 win. In addition to Parker’s perfect game in
the win over Hawaii in the title game, freshman Nicole Pendley
homered twice in the win.

THREE SOONERS ON USA SOFTBALL TOP 50 LIST

Lauren Chamberlain, Shelby Pendley and Kelsey Stevens were
each named to the Top 50 Watch List for the 2015 USA Softhall
Collegiate Player of the Year Award.

Oklahoma is one of five schools, and the only Big 12 team, to
have at least three student-athletes on the list. Arizona led all
schools with four selections. The Sooners on the list are looking
to become the second player in OU history to win the award as
former Sooner Keilani Ricketts was a two-time winner in 2012
and 2013.

AHOMA SOFTBALL

N ow in her 21st season at the University of Oklahoma, head coach Patty Gasso has molded the OU softball program into a national
power and permanently placed herself among the elite college softball coaches in the country as evident by the selection to the
2012 NFCA Hall of Fame class.

The Sooners have reached the Women's College World Series nine times during her tenure, and in the process, advanced to the
postseason in each one of her seasons. The WCWS run began in 2000 when her team won the NCAA National Championship in OU's
first appearance and continued through the 2013 campaign when the team won its second national championship, becoming just
the fifth program to win multiple national titles.

With 24 seasons as a head coach to her name, Gasso has a career collegiate coaching record of 1149-356-3 (.763) and holds an overall
record of 988-297-2 (.768) at the University of Oklahoma. She has won more Big 12 games (259-81) than any coach in the league’s
history and has twice as many wins as any other coach in OU history. Gasso’s Sooner teams have finished second or higher 15
different times since the inception of the Big 12 in 1996. They have won over 76 percent of their Big 12 contests, and OU has claimed
seven Big 12 regular season and four championship titles under her direction.

Numerous Sooner players have prospered under Gasso’s tutelage and garered national, regional and conference recognition. Keilani
Ricketts was the two-time USA Softball National Player of the Year in 2012 and 2013, becoming just the third player in history to win
more than once. Gasso has also directed 47 All-Americans, 102 All-Region honorees and 130 all-conference selections. In the Big
12 era, eight Sooners have been named Big 12 Player of the Year a total of nine times, three have been selected as Big 12 Freshman
of the Year, two as Big 12 Pitcher of the Year and one as Big 12 Newcomer. In 2010, Amber Flores became the first player in league
history to earn Player of the Year honors twice.

The OU softball success under Gasso has also spilled over into the classroom where the Sooners have been honored with 98 academic
all-conference honors. Seven of those have gone on to become Academic All-Americans, including Lana Moran, the 2000 Academic
All-American of the Year.

Gasso and her staff have consistently been recognized for their efforts on and off the field. The staff was awarded three consecutive
Speedline/NFCA Midwest Region Coaching Staff of the Year awards from 1999-2001 and received the national honor in 2000 and
2013. Gasso and staff have claimed the Midwest honor in six of their 18 seasons with the most recent award coming in 2012. In
addition, Gasso has been named the Big 12 Coach of the Year in 1996, 1999, 2000, 2009, 2012, 2013 and 2014.
