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Due to cold temperatures and snowy conditions in the forecast, 
the No. 6/4 Oklahoma softball team will not be hosting its 
home opener this weekend. Instead, the team will travel to 
Houston, Texas, for four games at the Scrap Yard. The Sooners 
will play two games each on Saturday and Sunday.

The weekend begins against IPFW. The Sooners have never 
faced the Mastodons, but they are 6-5 all-time against teams 
from The Summit League. OU has won four of its last fi ve 
games against Summit teams dating to 1991, including a 9-1 
win in six innings over Western Illinois last season (3/7). 

Oklahoma then faces North Texas, against whom it is a perfect 
25-0. Not only is the 25-0 record Oklahoma’s best undefeated 
mark against another team, the 25 straight wins are the 
second longest active streak against one opponent by OU.

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THUMB INJURY TO KEEP CASEY OUT
Senior infi elder Georgia Casey is expected to miss signifi cant 
time after an injury suff ered during Oklahoma’s season opener. 
On Feb. 5, Casey suff ered a tear of her ulnar collateral ligament 
in her left thumb during a tag play at second base. Casey had 
surgery on Feb. 12; one week after the injury occurred. The 
timetable for recovery is 8-12 weeks from the date of the 
surgery.

A three-time All-Big 12 honoree, Casey has a career batting 
average of .346 with 29 home runs and 121 runs batted in. 
Her on-base percentage of .459 ranks eighth in school history, 
while her .608 slugging percentage is ninth. Casey also ranks 
10th at OU with 139 career runs scored, 38 doubles and 95 
walks drawn.

A CLASS OF THEIR OWN 
The 2015 campaign marks the fi nal seasons for fi ve Oklahoma 
seniors: Georgia Casey, Lauren Chamberlain, Callie Parsons, 
Shelby Pendley and Jessica Vest. Since they stepped on campus 
three years ago (Pendley transferred to OU as a sophomore 
in 2013), no team in the country has a better win percentage 
than the OU seniors and only Florida has more wins.

SOONERS FINISH 3-2 AT MARY NUTTER CLASSIC
Facing its toughest weekend slate of the young season, 
Oklahoma went 3-2 at the prestigious Mary Nutter Collegiate 
Classic.

Trailing No. 13/110 Arizona 4-0 after fi ve innings in the opener 
on Feb. 19, OU rallied for four runs over the fi nal two innings, 
including a game-tying homer by freshman Nicole Pendley in 
the top of the seventh, but Arizona’s Kellie Fox hit a walkoff  
homer in the bottom of the seventh to win it 5-4. Oklahoma 
responded later that night with a 10-1, fi ve-inning win over 
San Diego State to even their tournament record. OU used a 
pair of four-run innings in the fi rst and fourth to earn the win.

Oklahoma again tried to rally in a ranked matchup as the Soon-
ers found themselves down 6-2 to No. 8/7 Georgia on Feb. 20, 
but OU’s three-run rally came up just short in a 6-5 loss.

OU closed the weekend with a pair of wins on Feb. 21, starting 
with a 7-3 win over No. 11/9 Kentucky. The Sooners scored all 
seven runs in the fi rst three innings, highlighted by a two-run 
homer from Paige Parker, and Kelsey Stevens threw a  one-
hitter. The weekend fi nished with a 9-0, fi ve-inning win over 
Loyola Marymount, highlighted by a six-run second inning.

SOONERS GO 4-1 AT LITTLEWOOD CLASSIC
Oklahoma went 4-1 at the Littlewood Classic. In the opener, 
Oklahoma scored at least three runs every inning in a 14-4, 
fi ve-inning win over Boston. It was the team’s sixth straight 
win by at least seven runs, tying the longest streak in school 
history (Feb. 12-20, 2005).

The Sooners then held off  No. 15/15 Washington, 8-7. OU saw 
a 6-0 lead evaporate in a six-run sixth for UW, but Oklahoma 
responded with two runs in the top of the seventh.

OU went to 8-0 after a 7-2 win over Illinois State, which 
marked the team’s eighth straight game scoring at least 7 runs, 
the longest such streak in school history.

Lauren Chamberlain’s 78th career home run sparked the 
Sooners’ four-run sixth inning as they rallied for a 5-1 victory at 
No. 21/21 Arizona State. However, ASU got revenge as Bethany 
Kemp hit a walkoff  grand slam to hand Oklahoma its fi rst loss 
of the year in an 8-4 setback.

The team’s 9-0 start to the season was the seventh best 
undefeated run to begin the year in program history.

PARKER THROWS PERFECT GAME
Making just her second career start, freshman Paige Parker 
threw the ninth perfect game in Oklahoma history on Feb. 7 in 
an 8-0, fi ve-inning win over Hawaii.
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Parker struck out a career-high nine batters, seven of which 
were swinging, and did not allow a single Rainbow Wahine 
player to reach base. She needed only 69 pitches to record 
the fi rst perfect game by a Sooner since Keilani Ricketts did it 
against Kansas on March 30, 2012.

SOONERS START 5-0 IN HAWAII
After a perfect weekend in Hawaii, Oklahoma started 5-0 for 
the 11th time in school history, 10 of which have come under 
head coach Patty Gasso.

OU opened with a 9-2 win over No. 25/RV DePaul thanks to a 
fi ve-run fi fth inning in which the Sooners entered trailing 2-1.

Lauren Chamberlain then homered twice in a 17-0, fi ve-inning 
rout of Saint Mary’s. It was her 15th career multi-home run 
game and included her fourth career grand slam. It was OU’s 
highest run total since an 18-3, fi ve-inning win over Liberty on 
March 7, 2014.

Shelby Pendley struck out a career-high 10 batters in a 7-0 win 
over Hawaii before the Sooners got their second win over De-
Paul with an 11-3 win. In addition to Parker’s perfect game in 
the win over Hawaii in the title game, freshman Nicole Pendley 
homered twice in the win.

THREE SOONERS ON USA SOFTBALL TOP 50 LIST 
Lauren Chamberlain, Shelby Pendley and Kelsey Stevens were 
each named to the Top 50 Watch List for the 2015 USA Softball 
Collegiate Player of the Year Award. 

Oklahoma is one of fi ve schools, and the only Big 12 team, to 
have at least three student-athletes on the list. Arizona led all 
schools with four selections. The Sooners on the list are looking 
to become the second player in OU history to win the award as 
former Sooner Keilani Ricketts was a two-time winner in 2012 
and 2013.
SOONERS PICKED TO WIN BIG 12 AGAIN
For the third season in a row, and the sixth time in the last 
seven years, Oklahoma has topped the Big 12 Coaches’ 
Preseason Poll. The Sooners received six of the seven fi rst-place 
votes. Coaches are not allowed to vote for their own team.
The Sooners led their fellow Big 12 teams with 36 points, while 
Baylor received the seventh fi rst-place vote and ranked second 
with 30 points. Texas was slotted third by the coaches with 27 
points, followed by Oklahoma State (19), Kansas (17) and a tie 
between Texas Tech and Iowa State with nine points each.

OKLAHOMA TO BE SHOWCASED ON TV 13 TIMES
The University of Oklahoma softball team is scheduled to have 
13 of its games televised during the 2015 season. Of those 
contests, seven are assigned to a national audience, while the 
other six will be shown regionally courtesy of Sooner Sports TV.
Specifi c networks for Sooner Sports TV games will be 
announced at a later date, as will ESPN3’s NCAA Division I 
softball schedule. Other Oklahoma home games not currently 
scheduled to be televised may be streamed online at 
SoonerSports.TV, but dates have yet to be determined.

A LOOK AT THE 2015 SCHEDULE
In 2015, the Sooners are scheduled to face 13 teams that 
reached the postseason last year, including fi ve that advanced 
to the Super Regionals and two of the other seven teams that 
made it to the WCWS along with OU. The schedule features 
eight teams ranked in the NFCA preseason poll and two more 
that were receiving votes.

EIGHT HIGH SCHOOLERS TO PLAY FOR OU IN 2016
Seven high school seniors have signed NLIs to play for the 
Sooners in 2016: outfi elder Fale Aviu (Oceanside, Calif.), pitcher 
Jayden Chestnut (Mustang, Okla.), infi elder Caleigh Clifton 
(Wayne, Okla.), pitcher Brittany Finney (Wichita, Kan.), infi elder 
Shay Knighten (Buena Park, Calif.), infi elder Kylie Lundberg 
(Lakewood, Calif.) and infi elder Sydney Romero (San Diego, 
Calif.). In addition, outfi elder Raegan Rogers (Blanchard, Okla.) 
has agreed to an enrollment commitment.

Among the signees, Romero was chosen as one of 17 athletes 
named to the USA Softball Junior Women’s National Team, 
which will compete in the summer of 2015.

Now in her 21st season at the University of Oklahoma, head coach Patty Gasso has molded the OU softball program into a national 
power and permanently placed herself among the elite college softball coaches in the country as evident by the selection to the 

2012 NFCA Hall of Fame class.

The Sooners have reached the Women’s College World Series nine times during her tenure, and in the process, advanced to the 
postseason in each one of her seasons. The WCWS run began in 2000 when her team won the NCAA National Championship in OU’s 
fi rst appearance and continued through the 2013 campaign when the team won its second national championship, becoming just 
the fi fth program to win multiple national titles.

With 24 seasons as a head coach to her name, Gasso has a career collegiate coaching record of 1152-358-3 (.762) and holds an overall 
record of 991-299-2 (.768) at the University of Oklahoma. She has won more Big 12 games (259-81) than any coach in the league’s 
history and has twice as many wins as any other coach in OU history. Gasso’s Sooner teams have fi nished second or higher 15 
diff erent times since the inception of the Big 12 in 1996. They have won over 76 percent of their Big 12 contests, and OU has claimed 
seven Big 12 regular season and four championship titles under her direction.

Numerous Sooner players have prospered under Gasso’s tutelage and garnered national, regional and conference recognition. Keilani 
Ricketts was the two-time USA Softball National Player of the Year in 2012 and 2013, becoming just the third player in history to win 
more than once. Gasso has also directed 47 All-Americans, 102 All-Region honorees and 130 all-conference selections. In the Big 
12 era, eight Sooners have been named Big 12 Player of the Year a total of nine times, three have been selected as Big 12 Freshman 
of the Year, two as Big 12 Pitcher of the Year and one as Big 12 Newcomer. In 2010, Amber Flores became the fi rst player in league 
history to earn Player of the Year honors twice.
 
The OU softball success under Gasso has also spilled over into the classroom where the Sooners have been honored with 98 academic 
all-conference honors. Seven of those have gone on to become Academic All-Americans, including Lana Moran, the 2000 Academic 
All-American of the Year.
 
Gasso and her staff  have consistently been recognized for their eff orts on and off  the fi eld. The staff  was awarded three consecutive 
Speedline/NFCA Midwest Region Coaching Staff  of the Year awards from 1999-2001 and received the national honor in 2000 and 
2013. Gasso and staff  have claimed the Midwest honor in six of their 18 seasons with the most recent award coming in 2012. In 
addition, Gasso has been named the Big 12 Coach of the Year in 1996, 1999, 2000, 2009, 2012, 2013 and 2014.
