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No. 5/4 Oklahoma closes out the 2015 regular season with the 
fi nal two games of the Bedlam Series against Oklahoma State. 
This marks the third straight season OU has fi nished the regular 
season against OSU. 

SERIES HISTORY
Oklahoma has an 80-70 all-time advantage over Oklahoma 
State, leading 37-21 in Norman but trailing in Stillwater, 
33-27. The Sooners have won 10 straight in the series and 13 of 
the past 14 matchups. No current player on the OU roster has 
ever lost to OSU.

The Sooners have won the Bedlam Cup 11 times in the 13 years 
since the offi  cial start of the Bedlam Series in 2001. The trophy 
has never left Norman, with OU retaining it in 2003 and 2010.

Since the Big 12’s inception, OU has done no worse than a split 
against OSU in the regular season series and claimed in-state 
bragging rights in 16 of the 19 seasons.

The Sooners have more wins over the Cowgirls than any other 
team in program history.

OU WINS BAYLOR SERIES TO TAKE LEAD IN TITLE RACE
The Sooners took two of three games from Baylor last weekend. At the 
time, Baylor dropped to 6-3 in conference play, giving OU a 3.5 game 
cushion on the Lady Bears.

Baylor took it to the Sooners in game one, snapping OU’s 12-game win 
streak with an 8-0, six-inning win. Dating back to last season, OU had 
won 15 straight games within league play, going down as the second-
longest Big 12 winning streak in program history.

Oklahoma was able to even the series in game two with a 5-2 win. 
Georgia Casey had a three-run double in the fi rst inning, while Shelby 
Pendley added a two-run homer in the second. Paige Parker struck 
out eight to earn the win. In the fi nale, Chamberlain tied the home 
run record to spark a seven-run fourth inning as OU cruised to an 11-3, 
fi ve-inning win.

SOONERS SWEEP LONGHORNS IN AUSTIN
For just the second time in history, OU swept a series of Texas in Austin 
(2000). In game one, Paige Parker struck out nine and the Sooners 
pounded out 17 hits as Oklahoma took game one of a doubleheader, 
8-0. Lauren Chamberlain’s 89th career home run then sparked OU to a 
3-1 win and doubleheader sweep of Texas. Her homer came in the fi fth 
with OU trailing 1-0, and the Sooners ended up scoring twice in the 
inning. In the series fi nale, Kady Self homered twice and Parker threw a 
seven-inning shutout in relief in a 4-0 win.

PARKER, PENDLEY WIN NATIONAL, BIG 12 HONORS
Coming off  a dominant outing of Texas in Austin, freshman Paige Parker 
has been named the USA Softball Collegiate Player of the Week, the 
NFCA National Pitcher of the Week and the Big 12 Pitcher of the Week. 
In addition, senior Shelby Pendley was chosen as the Big 12 Player of 
the Week.

Parker carried No. 5/5 Oklahoma (36-5, 9-0 Big 12) to a three-game 
sweep at Texas last weekend, dominating the Longhorns in the circle. 
Parker went 2-0 with a save and struck out 21 batters without giving up 
a run. She allowed just four walks and six hits in 16.1 innings of work to 
improve her season record to 18-3 on the year.

Parker joins former Sooner Keilani Ricketts (2010) as the only freshmen 
in program history to be named a National Player of the Week. In 
addition, with fi ve Big 12 Pitcher of the Week honors this season, Parker 
now trails only Texas’ Cat Osterman (7) for the most awards in one 
season for a freshman.

For the second straight week, Pendley hit four home runs as she 
continued her ascent up the all-time home run list. She also led the 
Sooners, winners of 12 straight, in average, runs, hits and doubles. It’s 
the second Big 12 Player of the Week award for Pendley this season and 
the sixth of her career, which ties her with former Sooner Amber Flores 
for the third-most in Big 12 history.

SWEEP OF IOWA STATE PUTS OU AT 6-0 IN BIG 12 PLAY
Oklahoma swept Iowa State to improve to 6-0 in the Big 12. OU has 
won 24 straight games in the series dating back to 2006, which is the 
third-longest active winning streak for the Sooners against another 
team. In fact, Oklahoma hasn’t allowed Iowa State to score more than 
two runs in any of the last 18 contests.

After a 4-2 win in the opener, the Sooners used a pair of four-run 
innings to win 8-2 to clinch the series win. In the series fi nale, Shelby 
Pendley homered twice and OU scored 10 runs in the fourth inning en 
route to a 16-1, fi ve-inning win.

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CHAMBERLAIN, PENDLEY GO 1-2 IN NPF DRAFT
Lauren Chamberlain and Shelby Pendley made history on April 
1 as they became the fi rst teammates in the history of the 
National Pro Fastpitch draft to be taken with the fi rst two picks. 
Oklahoma has now had 20 players drafted to the NPF league.

The USSSA Pride selected Chamberlain with the No. 1 overall 
pick, making her the fi rst player in Oklahoma history to be 
taken fi rst in the draft. Previously, DJ Mathis was the highest 
Sooner chosen when the Akron Racers took her second overall 
in 2009. The Pride wasn’t done yet, though, with Oklahoma as 
they chose Pendley with the second pick. 

SOONERS SWEEP TEXAS TECH TO START BIG 12
Oklahoma started the Big 12 season 3-0 after sweeping Texas 
Tech. OU scored in 15 of 18 innings en route to outscoring 
the Red Raiders, 43-12. OU has won 10 straight in the series, 
outscoring TTU, 98-21.

In the opener, Paige Parker struck out a career-high 13 batters 
in a 9-1 win. It was the most strikeouts by an OU pitcher since 
Keilani Ricketts struck out 13 in game one of the WCWS 
Championship Series against Tennessee on June 3, 2013.

Oklahoma scored in every inning and hit fi ve home runs as it 
clinched the series with a 13-5, six-inning win. Off ensively, 
Shelby Pendley and Erin Miller each went 3-3 at the plate with 
a home run. Pendley scored twice and drove in two with a walk, 
while Miller scored three times and also drove in two. An 11-run 
fi fth inning aided OU as it completed a three-game sweep of 
Texas Tech with a 21-6, fi ve-inning win.

GASSO PASSES 1,000 WINS AT OKLAHOMA
With a 23-1, fi ve-inning win over East Carolina on March 15, 
head coach Patty Gasso earned her 1,000th win at Oklahoma. 
Gasso is the 28th coach in NCAA softball history to reach that 
fi gure and the 17th to do it at the Division I level. She is also one 
of 10 coaches to get 1,000 wins at one Division 1 school.
Needing just 1,300 games, Gasso became the second-fastest 
coach in DI history to reach 1,000 wins. Only Arizona’s Mike 
Candrea did it quicker, doing so in 1,191 games.

History was made in the circle and at the plate March 14 as 
Oklahoma run-ruled East Carolina in fi ve innings, 11-0. Paige 
Parker joined elite company as she threw her third career 
perfect game, while senior Shelby Pendley tied a school record 
by hitting three home runs.

Pendley joins Amber Flores as the only Sooners to accomplish 
the feat. Flores did it in the Super Regionals versus Washington 
on May 27, 2010. Pendley was 3-3 with three home runs and 
fi ve runs batted in. She hit a solo homer in the fi rst, a three-run 
shot in the second and another solo homer in the fourth.

STEVENS THROWS NO-HITTER, WINS BIG 12 WEEKLY HONOR
Throwing a no-hitter against IPFW earned junior Kelsey Stevens 
her fourth career Big 12 Pitcher of the Week Award. It was her 
fi rst of 2015 after winning three a year ago in her fi rst season 
in the league.

In her only appearance of the weekend, Stevens threw the 
second no-hitter of her career, and her fi rst as a Sooner, as 
Oklahoma opened a doubleheader Saturday against IPFW with 
a 5-0 win at the Scrap Yard Sports Complex in Conroe, Texas.

Stevens struck out a season-high 11 batters, one off  her career 
high, and walked just one. The lone baserunner she allowed 
was a one-out walk in the second inning. From there, Stevens 
proceeded to set down the next 17 batters as she was perfect 
over the fi nal 5.2 innings. She struck out at least one batter in 
every frame, including two punchouts in the fi rst, third, fourth 
and fi fth innings.

The no-hitter was the second of Stevens’ career. While a 
freshman at Stanford, Stevens threw a perfect game with 10 
strikeouts against Virginia on Feb. 23, 2013.

VEST WINS HIGHEST BIG 12 ACADEMIC HONOR
Senior Jessica Vest was one of three University of Oklahoma 
student-athletes that were among the 57 recipients of the fi fth 
annual Dr. Gerald Lage Academic Achievement Award.  Vest was 
joined by Ty Darlington (football) and Kim Moldenhauer (row-
ing) as winners of the conference’s highest academic honor.

The award is named for and given in memory of Dr. Gerald 
Lage, who was the Faculty Athletics Representative at Okla-
homa State University from 1983-2007. To be eligible for this 
award, students must have earned 100 hours with a cumulative 
3.80 GPA, be a letterwinner and must be in residence at their 
institution for at least one academic year. Students may only 
receive this recognition one time.

SOONERS FINISH 3-2 AT MARY NUTTER CLASSIC
Trailing No. 13/10 Arizona 4-0 after fi ve innings in the opener 
on Feb. 19, OU rallied for four runs over the fi nal two innings, 
including a game-tying homer by freshman Nicole Pendley in 
the top of the seventh, but Arizona’s Kellie Fox hit a walkoff  
homer in the bottom of the seventh to win it 5-4. Oklahoma 
responded later that night with a 10-1, fi ve-inning win over 
San Diego State to even their tournament record. OU used a pair 
of four-run innings in the fi rst and fourth to earn the win.

Oklahoma again tried to rally in a ranked matchup as the 
Sooners found themselves down 6-2 to No. 8/7 Georgia on Feb. 
20, but OU’s three-run rally came up just short in a 6-5 loss.
OU closed the weekend with a pair of wins on Feb. 21, starting 
with a 7-3 win over No. 11/9 Kentucky. The Sooners scored all 
seven runs in the fi rst three innings, highlighted by a two-run 
homer from Paige Parker, and Kelsey Stevens threw a  one-
hitter. The weekend fi nished with a 9-0, fi ve-inning win over 
Loyola Marymount, highlighted by a six-run second inning.

Now in her 21st season at the University of Oklahoma, head coach Patty Gasso has molded the OU softball program into a national 
power and permanently placed herself among the elite college softball coaches in the country as evident by the selection to the 

2012 NFCA Hall of Fame class.

The Sooners have reached the Women’s College World Series nine times during her tenure, and in the process, advanced to the 
postseason in each one of her seasons. The WCWS run began in 2000 when her team won the NCAA National Championship in OU’s 
fi rst appearance and continued through the 2013 campaign when the team won its second national championship, becoming just 
the fi fth program to win multiple national titles.

With 24 seasons as a head coach to her name, Gasso has a career collegiate coaching record of 1185-362-3 (.765) and holds an overall 
record of 1024-303-2 (.771) at the University of Oklahoma. Needing only 1,300 games to get there, Gasso became the second fastest 
to reach 1,000 wins in NCAA Division I history during the 2015 season. She has won more Big 12 games (273-83) than any coach 
in the league’s history and has twice as many wins as any other coach in OU history. Gasso’s Sooner teams have fi nished second or 
higher 15 diff erent times since the inception of the Big 12 in 1996. They have won over 76 percent of their Big 12 contests, and OU has 
claimed seven Big 12 regular season and four championship titles under her direction.

Numerous Sooner players have prospered under Gasso’s tutelage and garnered national, regional and conference recognition. Keilani 
Ricketts was the two-time USA Softball National Player of the Year in 2012 and 2013, becoming just the third player in history to win 
more than once. Gasso has also directed 47 All-Americans, 102 All-Region honorees and 130 all-conference selections. In the Big 
12 era, eight Sooners have been named Big 12 Player of the Year a total of nine times, three have been selected as Big 12 Freshman 
of the Year, two as Big 12 Pitcher of the Year and one as Big 12 Newcomer. In 2010, Amber Flores became the fi rst player in league 
history to earn Player of the Year honors twice.
 
The OU softball success under Gasso has also spilled over into the classroom where the Sooners have been honored with 98 academic 
all-conference honors. Seven of those have gone on to become Academic All-Americans, including Lana Moran, the 2000 Academic 
All-American of the Year.
 
Gasso and her staff  have consistently been recognized for their eff orts on and off  the fi eld. The staff  was awarded three consecutive 
Speedline/NFCA Midwest Region Coaching Staff  of the Year awards from 1999-2001 and received the national honor in 2000 and 
2013. Gasso and staff  have claimed the Midwest honor in six of their 18 seasons with the most recent award coming in 2012. In 
addition, Gasso has been named the Big 12 Coach of the Year in 1996, 1999, 2000, 2009, 2012, 2013 and 2014.
