First Serve... On the Air...

The University of Oklahoma volleyball team is hack on the road
for its 10th of 11 away matches over a 12-match stretch. The Soon-
ers finish their time on the road at No. 2 Texas with a 7 p.m. first
serve from Gregory Gymnasium in Austin on Wednesday night.

About the Sooners...

Oklahoma has managed to win the first set in five of its eight
Big 12 matches, but gone on to win just two of them. First-set
wins have played out as four-set losses in the last two matches
for the Sooners, who enter Wednesday at 12-9 overall and 3-5 in
the Big 12. Senior middle blocker Micaela Spann is hitting a
league-leading 416 with a 2.52 kills per set average. Sophomore
outside hitter Alyssa Enneking has lifted her average to 2.92
kills and 2.20 digs per set, which rank second and third on the
team, respectively. Sophomore setter Audrey Alford is third in
the Big 12 with 1118 assists per set and is coming off her fifth
double-double of the season in a 47-assist, 11-dig effort against
Baylor. Junior middle blocker Marion Hazelwood has netted
2.49 kills and 1.21 blocks per set, while contributing to the Soon-
ers .251 attack rate, which ranks third in the league, with a 298
hitting percentage.

Scouting the Longhorns...

No. 2 Texas is 16-2 overall and winners of eight in a row for a
perfect 8-0 through the first half of conference play. Three Long-
horn attackers average better than 3.50 kills per set with Micaya
White leading the way at 4.29. Ebony Nwaebu is second at
3.87 with a team-leading .366 attack rate, while Paulina Prieto-
Cerame adds 3.54 per set. Texas is first in the league with a
.304 hitting percentage. Setter Chloe Collins ranks second in
the Big 12 with 11.55 assists per set and has a team-high seven
double-doubles.

Wednesday’s match will be broadcast on the Longhorn Network.
Paul Sunderland (play-by-play) and Nell Fortner (color) will
have the call. Fans can also keep up with the game live on Twitter
by following @0U_Volleyball.

All-Time vs. Texas...

The Longhorns own the series with the Sooners, 46-4, including
an 22-2 mark in Austin. Oklahoma’s four wins have all happened
since Santiago Restrepo’s arrival at OU with wins in 2006 (3-
2).2008 (3-2, away), 2011 (3-2) and 2014 (3-0, away). The two
teams met for the first time in 1975; a 2-0 win for Texas.

Last Time They Met...

Oklahoma won the first set and was on the verge of putting No.
4 Texas in a two-set hole before the Longhorns came back from
a 23-22 deficit to claim the second. Texas went on to win the
next two and claim the four-set victory in Norman on September
28. Micaya White led all players with 26 kills, while Chloe
Collins dished out 54 assists. Marion Hazelwood led the OU
attack with 19 kills and hit .500, including eight kills on a .800
attack rate in the first set.

By The Numbers: Red River Showdown...

Middle blocker Marion Hazelwood is a career .297 hitter against
Texas. She has hit 500 or better twice, including a .5/1 attack
rate on nine kills and one error in the 2015 season finale. She
averaged 2.47 kills per set against the Longhorns. Redshirt-senior
outside hitter Madison Ward has reached double digit kills three
times and averages 2.76 kills vs. Texas. She posted a career-best
in the series last month with 16 on a 257 attack rate. Ward also
picked up 19 digs in the Sooners™ upset of No. 2 Texas in Austin
back in 2014.

Sophomores Stepping Up...

Sophomore outside hitters Madison Drescher and Alyssa
Enneking have been pressed into larger roles in the Sooner
rotation over recent weeks. With injuries to three starters, the
sophomore combo has slid into the starting lineup together
rather than sharing a spot. Drescher was been forced to play
out of position at middle blocker for a time and immediately
made her presence known. Over the last five matches, she is
averaging 2.06 kills and 1.00 blocks per set. Meanwhile, En-
neking is averaging 4.00 kills and 3.33 digs per set over that
stretch as she remains in the game to pass and play the back
row. She posted two double-doubles at West Virginia with 12
kills and 11 digs in the opener and followed with 16 kills and a
career-high 28 digs in the finale.

Playing Like an All-American...

Marion Hazelwood is a two-time AVCA All-America Honor-
able Mention, as well as the 2014 AVCA Southwest Rookie of
the Year, through her first two full seasons. Over the course
of Oklahoma’s four matches against AVCA Top-25 teams,
Hazelwood hit an impressive .355 and averaged 3.14 kills per
set. She set a career-high in kills with 19 against No. 4 Texas
(9/28), while hitting .500 with two errors on 34 attacks.

Streak Spans Short of Century Mark...

Senior middle blocker Micaela Spann had a streak of 96
consecutive matches played and started snapped as she was
held out of Saturday’s contest at TCU (10/1). She has missed
one other match in her career and that was against Alabama
A&M at in 2013. Spann’s streak was one match shy of tying
Suzy Boulavsky (2008-10) for the third longest under head
coach Santiago Restrepo. The longest streak on record is
Kierra Holst (2012-15), who played in all 124 matches of her
career. Julia Doyle (2012-15) is second at 117.

Game Warden...

Redshirt-senior outside hitter Madison Ward continues to rack
up the kills in her Sooner career. She has totaled 191 to date
this season, including a season-best 22 against Mississippi
State (9/3). Ward's career total stands at 953, putting her
47 away from becoming the 14th player in program history to
reach the 1,000-kill mark. She has also totaled 687 digs and
195 blocks in 104 matches played.

The 6-2 Makes an Appearance...

The Sooners dabbled as a 6-2 offense in 2015 with senior Julia
Doyle and then-freshman Audrey Alford splitting the set-
ting duties. As the veteran setter on the roster, Alford won the
starting job in Oklahoma's 5-1 offense out of preseason. How-
ever, the Sooners, coming off a weekend bye, implemented the
6-2 for a home match with No. 4 Texas (9/28). To the surprise
of the opposition and the crowd, freshman Ashley Brown
came off the bench in the first set to run the offense. The
Sooners lost in four, but pushed the Longhorns in each set.
Alford dished out 32 assists and Brown added 20 in her first
significant playing time of the season.

Keepin’ it 100...

Entering the week, OU ranks in the top-50 in assists per set
(#1st), kills per set (43rd) and hitting percentage (49th). Mi-
caela Spann is tops among Sooners at 12th in the country
with a 416 hitting percentage.

The Home Crowd...

The Sooners hosted No. 4 Texas in front of a crowd of 1,874
at McCasland Field House on September 28. It marked the
seventh largest home crowd in program history. Each of the
Sooners’ last four home matches against the Longhorns ranks
in the top-10 for home attendance.

Vs. The Ranked...

The Sooners have dropped 12-consecutive matches to ranked
opponents, including a 0-10 mark against Top-10 opponents.
Under head coach Santiago Restrepo, Oklahoma owns a
21-84 (200) record against ranked teams. Over a stretch of six
NCAA Tournament seasons from 2009-14, the Sooners went
15-34 (:306) vs. ranked teams. After a 0-19 record in his first
two seasons at Oklahoma, Restrepo and the Sooners are 21-65
(.244) against teams in the Top-25. OU’s last win over a ranked
opponent was at No. 2 Texas (10/25/14).
