» McGusty added a career-high scoring performance on Monday, producing 21 points on 8-0f-17 shooting. Combined
with Doolittle’s 29 points, the two became the first pair of OU freshmen to both score 20 points in the same game since
1976.

» McGusty has scored at least nine points in every Big 12 game, including double figures in the past seven outings.

His January resume includes 20 points against Kansas State (Jan. 7), 19 points versus lowa State (Jan. 21), a 17-point
performance at West Virginia (Jan. 18) and a career-best 21 at Texas (Jan. 23). McGusty is averaging 15.0 points per game
during league play - the second highest scoring average among Big 12
freshman.

GAME OVERVIEW

Oklahoma (8-11, 2-6 Big 12) takes a break from conference
action for the SEC/Big 12 Challenge. In this season’s edition of

the conference vs. conference event, OU hosts No. 25/25 Florida
(15-5, 6-2 SEC) on Saturday, Jan. 28 at 1 p.m. CT. The Sooners
have had four days to prepare for the Gators after two heartbreak-
ing losses over the weekend. QU fell in overtime to lowa State on
Saturday before falling to rival Texas on a last-second 3-pointer
on Monday. The Gators enter Saturday’s contest coming off of a
106-point showing at LSU on Wednesday. Florida is third in the
SEC standings with a 6-2 conference record. Saturday’s contest
tips off at 1 p.m. CT and air on the Sooner Radio Network (KRXO
107.7 FM “The Franchise” in Oklahoma City; KTBZ 1430 AM in
Tulsa) with Toby Rowland and Kevin Henry announcing. The game

will be televised nationally on ESPN with Brent Mushurger,

Dick Vitale and Kaylee Hartung calling the action. Musburger
announced his retirement earlier this week and Saturday’s contest

will be the second-to-last game he will call in his career.

» The Sooners and Gators have met just once previously. Florida prevailed in overtime, 76-72, in the 1995 All-College
Basketball Classic under an up-and-coming head coach named...Lon Kruger.

» Kruger coached the Gators from 1990 to 1996, racking up a record of 104-80. When Kruger took over the Florida job, the
Gators were coming off of a 7-21 season. Four years into the role, Kruger guided UF to the 1994 Final Four. The turnaround
work was almost identical to his time at Oklahoma, in which he also inherited a team coming off a losing season (14-18 in
2010-11) and led the Sooners to the Final Four five seasons into the job. Kruger is one of just two head coaches (also Rick
Pitino with Kentucky and Louisville) to inherit two teams coming off a sub-.500 year and take both to the Final Four within

the first five seasons as head coach.

SEC/BIG 12 CHALLENGE

» The Sooners and Gators will meet in the fourth edition of the

SEC/Big 12 Challenge. Oklahoma is 3-0 in the mid-season event

with previous wins over LSU, Missouri and Texas A&M while

Florida is 2-1. OU, Baylor and TCU are the only three schools from

either conference to boast a 3-0 record in the event.

» The Big 12 has “won” the challenge all three seasons with
at least six Big 12 schools winning their respective games each season. Combined, the Big 12 is 20-10 in SEC/Big 12

Challenge matchups.

» Oklahoma (8-11, 2-6 Big 12) fell to Texas (8-12, 2-6), 84-83, on Monday night inside the Frank Erwin Center in Austin,
Texas. The Sooners trailed by 10 with 9:21 left in the contest but rallied to tie the game at 73-73 with 3:01 left. OU led by
five points with 19 seconds remaining, but the Longhorns hit 3-pointers in two consecutive possessions, including the
game-winner from Andrew Jones with 1.8 seconds remaining.

» Of Oklahoma's 83 points, 67 were scored by freshmen or sophomores. The strong showing from the youngest sooners was
led by a 29-point double-double from freshman forward Kristian Doolittle and a career-high 21 points from freshman guard
Kameron McGusty.

» Doolittle’s career-best 29 points were the most by an QU freshman since Tommy Mason-Griffin scored 30 in 2010. The
Edmond, Okla., native was 10-o0f-18 from the field, 4-of-5 from 3-point range and a perfect 5-0f-5 from the charity stripe.
Doolittle secured his second consecutive double-double by adding 10 boards in his 33 minutes of action.

» Entering the weekend without a double-double on the season, Doolittle posted 15 points and 15 rebounds against lowa
State on Saturday. He has totaled 44 points and 25 rebounds in his past two contests. The freshman is averaging 10.9 points
and 7.6 rebounds in conference play.

» McGusty also registered a career high in the contest with 21 points (previous high was 20 vs. Kansas State on Jan. 7).
McGusty was 8-of-17 from the field and reached the career best without making a 3-pointer in the contest. Thirteen of his 21
points came in the second half.

» Monday marked the seventh-straight contest McGusty has scored in double figures. Through eight Big 12 games, he is
averaging 15.0 points.

NEXT UP: OKLAHOMA STATE

» For the 232nd time, Oklahoma and Oklahoma State will meet on the hardwood for Bedlam basketball on Monday, Jan.
30. The Sooners and Gowboys will tip at 8 p.m. CT on ESPN’s Big Monday inside Lloyd Noble Center. The matchup is OU's
second-straight week with a Big Monday game and third consecutive contest televised on ESPN.

» The Sooners have won 17 of the last 24 Bedlam meetings, including the past seven contests. OU owns a 136-95 all-time
advantage in the series and boasts an 84-26 lead when played in Norman.

» QU is 9-2 against the Cowboys during the Lon Kruger era. Monday’s meeting with OSU will be the first matchup since
Brad Underwood took over as head coach. Both Kruger and Underwood played collegiately at Kansas State.

» Oklahoma has won 15 of the last 16 Bedlam battles in Norman, including the last 12 meetings. The Sooners have not lost
a Bedlam game at home since 2004.

little and Kameron McGusty, OU has also benefited from a dramatic increase in scoring from guards Christian James
and Rashard Odomes. Tallying just 35 total points in 2015-16 (1.9 per game), Odomes has already scored over five times
his 2015-16 paints total with 195 this season (averaging 10.3 per game). Odomes, who totaled just 17 minutes in Big 12
games last season, has scored in double figures in four of his last six games and is averaging 105 points on 46.2 percent
shooting in Big 12 play this year. He scored a career-high 24 points on Jan. 14 in OU's win over Texas Tech.

» After averaging 2.9 points per game in 2015-16, James is the third leading scorer for the Sooners through 19 games,
scoring 9.3 points per game while shooting .411 from 3-point range.

» The freshman duo of McGusty and Doolittle continues to improve in

ahead of the 2016-17 season and he has continued to improve his
numbers as Oklahoma’s leading scorer. At 17.3 points per game, Woodard is fourth in scoring among all Big 12 players.

» Woodard has seen remarkable development from season to season — particularly from behind the 3-point arc. After
shooting 17-for-67 (.254) from 3-point range in 2014-15, Woodard sunk 80 treys on 176 attempts (.455) his junior year to
finish second in the Big 12 in 3-point shooting. His scoring average continues to rise each season as he almost doubled his
scoring output from his sophomore season two years ago (9.3 points per game).

» With three-plus seasons of experience in the Sooner starting lineup under his belt, Woodard makes a dent in the OU
record book with each additional game he plays. With 21 points against lowa State, Woodard passed Harvey Grant (1,391)
and Steven Plegder (1,392) on Saturday. He now sits in 14th all-time with 1,407 points. He is currently 240 points shy of
finishing his career as top-10 scorer in program history. He already ranks in the top 10 of five statistical categories in the OU
record book (free throws, free throw percentage, assists, steals, minutes played).

» With 438 made foul shots and a career free throw percentage of .811, Woodard is just the seventh Sooner to ever sink 400
career free throws. No Sooner has ever finished his collegiate career with over 400 made free throws at a rate of over .800.

» TRIAL THROUGH FIRE: ESPN's College Basketball Power Index (BPI) ranks the Sooners’ strength of schedule as the
third toughest in the nation. Three of Oklahoma's last eight games have been against teams ranked in the top seven of the AP
Top 25 Poll at the time of competition. (No. 2 Kansas, No. 2 Baylor, No. 7 West Virginia).

» BULLDOGS BACK TOGETHER: Oklahomass starting lineup in the first five games included freshman forward Kristian
Doolittle, the first freshman to start for the Sooners since Jordan Woodard in the 2013-14 season. Doolittle finished his
debut with five points and three rebounds in 19 minutes. Doolittle and Woodard played together for one season at Edmond
Memorial High School (Edmond, Okla.), winning the Oklahoma 6A title. The duo is the first pair of former high school
teammates to start in a game for the Sooners since Blake and Taylor Griffin (Oklahoma Christian School in Edmond,
Okla.) in 2008-09.

» LATTIN NAMED TO OVERSIGHT COMMITTEE: Sooner forward Khadeem Lattin was recently named to the NCAA
Division | Men’s Basketball Oversight Committee. One of two student-athletes on the 16-person committee, Lattin will serve
as a non-voting member in a two-year term that begins immediately. The Men’s Basketball Oversight Committee ensures that
appropriate oversight of men’s basketball is maintained, enhances the development and public perception of the sport and
make recommendations related to regular-season and postseason men’s basketball. The committee is tasked with priori-
tizing enhancement of the student-athlete educational experience (academically and athletically), and in doing so, promote
student-athletes’ personal growth and leadership development.
