u Oklahoma’s freshman duo of Kristian Doolittle and Kameron McGusty continue to rise in production throughout 
their rookie seasons. The pair of Sooners are both both had career performances one week ago in their last Big 12 game. 
Entering last weekend without a collegiate double-double, Doolittle recorded 15 points and 15 rebounds against Iowa State 
(Jan. 21) before scoring a career-high 29 points with 10 boards at Texas (Jan. 23). Doolittle’s 29 points were the most by 
an OU freshman since Tommy Mason-Griffin scored 30 in 2010. Doolittle was 10-of-18 from the field, 4-of-5 from 3-point 
range and a perfect 5-of-5 from the charity stripe.
	
u McGusty added a career-high scoring performance in the Texas game, producing 21 points on 8-of-17 shooting. Com-
bined with Doolittle’s 29 points, the two became the first pair of OU freshmen to both score 20 points in the same game 
since 1976. 
	
u McGusty has scored at least nine points in every Big 12 game and has registerd double figures in the past eight outings.  
His eight games of double digits is the longest such streak of any Sooner this season. His January resume includes 20 
points against Kansas State (Jan. 7), 19 points versus Iowa State (Jan. 21), a 17-point performance at West Virginia (Jan. 
18) and a career-best 21 at Texas (Jan. 23). McGusty is averaging 15.0 
points per game during league play - the second highest scoring average 
among Big 12 freshman. 
	
u Both McGusty and Doolittle have seen a rise in their scoring as the 
season progresses. After combining for 15.0 points in November, the duo 
has averaged 27.0 per game in January.

This 
is the second week in a row OU has been featured on ESPN Big 
Monday and its third-striaght game televised on ESPN.

OKLAHOMA VS. OKLAHOMA STATE SERIES HISTORY						    
	
 The Sooners have won 17 of the last 24 Bedlam meetings, including the past seven contests. OU owns a 136-95 all-time 
advantage in the series and boasts an 84-26 lead when played in Norman. 
	
 OU is 9-2 against the Cowboys during the Lon Kruger era. Monday’s meeting with OSU will be the first matchup since 
Brad Underwood took over as head coach. Both Kruger and Underwood played collegiately at Kansas State.  
	
 Oklahoma has won 15 of the last 16 Bedlam battles in Norman, including the last 12 meetings. The Sooners have not lost 
a Bedlam game at home since 2004.

The senior made 10 of 
13 shots, including a career-best four 3-pointers. Spangler entered the game having missed all 12 of his 3-point tries in 
February before facing Oklahoma State.
	
 Spangler had 19 points and seven rebounds in the first half and made all four of his 3-point tries.
	
 Buddy Hield scored 17 points and Isaiah Cousins added seven points, seven assists and six rebounds for the Sooners.
	
 The Sooners made 10 of 22 3-pointers to win their seventh straight in the series. 
	
 Oklahoma State shot 34 percent from the field overall and 29 percent in the second half.
	
 After entering the halftime break with a one-possesion lead, the Sooners outscored OSU by 19 in the second half.
	
 The Cowboys were led by Jeff Newberry’s 19 points on 7-of-15 shooting. The guard sunk five of his 10 3-point attempts in 
37 minutes of action.

 The Sooners head to West Texas for a Saturday night showdown with Texas Tech on Feb. 4. The Sooners and Red Raiders 
will tip off at 6 p.m. CT on ESPNU. 
	
 Oklahoma owns a 38-22 lead in the all-time series. The Sooners have won seven of the last nine meetings, including an 
84-75 victory earlier this month in Norman.  
	
 Tech holds a 14-13 advantage when playing in Lubbock. Should the Sooners win, Lubbock would be the fourth Big 12 city 
that the Sooners hold a .500 record or better in, joining Fort Worth, Morgantown and Waco. 
	
 The Sooners are 8-3 against Tech in the Kruger era and hold a 3-2 record in Lubbock under Kruger. 
 
NEW ROLES AND NEW FACES	 		
	
  After losing the senior trio of Isaiah Cousins, Buddy Hield 
and Ryan Spangler, the Sooners are looking to a roster that 
features 11 underclassmen (most of the Kruger era) to con-
tinue its development and growth as the season progresses 
while building the next Kruger core for seasons to come. 
	
  Along with the rise of freshmen forward Kristian Doo-
little and Kameron McGusty, OU has also benefited from a dramatic increase in scoring from guards Christian James 
and Rashard Odomes. Tallying just 35 total points in 2015-16 (1.9 per game), Odomes has already scored over five times 
his 2015-16 points total with 208 this season (averaging 10.4 per game). Odomes, who totaled just 17 minutes in Big 12 
games last season, has scored in double figures in four of his last six conference games and is averaging 105 points on 46.2 
percent shooting in Big 12 play this year. He scored a career-high 24 points on Jan. 14 in OU’s win over Texas Tech. 
	
  After averaging 2.9 points per game in 2015-16, James is the fourth leading scorer for the Sooners through 20 games, 
scoring 9.0 points per game. 
	
  The freshman duo of McGusty and Doolittle continues to improve in 
the heart of the Big 12 schedule, combining to average 25.9 points per 
game since the start of Big 12 play. McGusty’s 15.0 points per game in Big 
12 games is second among freshmen in the conference while Doolittle is 
one of only two Big 12 freshmen to average over eight points and seven 
rebounds in league play. Doolittle is averaging 8.3 points and 7.6 rebounds 
in conference competition (second among Big 12 underclassmen, fifth 
overall). 
	
  Oklahoma has seen potential from all four of its scholarship freshmen as the youngest Sooners have combined to produce 
18 games of double-digit scoring - most recently a 10-point showing from McGusty against Florida (Jan. 28).

 Oklahoma (8-12, 2-6 Big 12) fell to No. 25/25 Florida (16-5, 6-2 SEC), 84-52, on Saturday at Lloyd Noble Center. With 
the loss, the Sooners are now 3-1 when playing in the SEC/Big 12 Challenge. 
	
 Sophomore guard Rashard Odomes led Oklahoma in scoring with 13 points on 5-of-9 shooting to go with six rebounds. 
Odomes has scored in double figures in five of his last seven games.
	
 Freshman guard Kameron McGusty tallied double-digit scoring for the eighth-straight game with 10 points on 5-of-10 
shooting in 29 minutes. His eight consecutive double-digit outings is the longest such streak by any Sooner this season. 
Isaiah Cousins and Buddy Hield were the only members of last season’s team with a double-figure scoring streak of at least 
eight games. McGusty is leading OU’s scoring efforts during the month of January with an average of 15.1 points per game 
on 43.4 percent shooting.
	
 Freshman forward Kristian Doolittle produced eight points and nine rebounds. Coming off of a pair of double-double 
performances – including a 29-point game at Texas on Monday – Doolittle is averaging 17.3 points and 11.3 rebounds in 
his past three games. Doolittle has pulled down at least five rebounds in every game in January.
	
 The Sooners are now 0-2 all-time against Florida. In the only previous meeting with the Gators (1995), Florida defeated the 
Sooners in the All-College Classic under head coach Lon Kruger. Kruger coached the Gators from 1990 to 1996, racking up 
a record of 104-80 with a trip to the 1994 Final Four.

  One of the youngest teams in both the Big 12 and the 
nation, Oklahoma has seen its freshmen and sophomores 
play a large role for the Sooners this season. The Sooner 
roster boasts 11 underclassmen (freshmen and sopho-
mores) – the most of any OU team in the Lon Kruger era 
and the most of any Big 12 roster this season. The young 
Sooners have received ample experience through their 
first eight Big 12 contests. OU freshmen have played a 
total of 584 minutes (second most in Big 12), averaging 
a combined 25.9 points per game and contributing 39.9 
percent of OU’s scoring in Big 12 play - the second-highest percentage in the conference. Sooner underclassmen rank 
second in the Big 12 in total minutes played in conference competition (1,216) and have scored 70.5 percent of Oklahoma’s 
points the past eight games (second in Big 12).

  Junior forward Khadeem Lattin has already proven himself as one 
of the top shot blockers in Oklahoma program history. After 91 career 
games for the Sooners, Lattin ranks fourth in the OU record book in 
career blocks with 148.  
	
  Owning a 7-foot-2 wingspan, Lattin averaged a Big 12-best 2.1 
blocks per game in 2015-16, including 2.7 rejections in conference play. His efforts did not go unnoticed throughout the 
league, as he was voted to the Big 12 All-Defensive Team by conference coaches.  
	
  Lattin is having another stellar on the defensive end in 2016-17, registering 40 blocks in 20 games. His 2.0 blocks per 
game ranks third in the Big 12 while his 2.4 rejections per game in conference play ranks second in the league. The big man 
has produced five games of four or more blocked shots this season. He’s also tallied 29 steals this season, compared to his 
total of 32 in 36 games last season. He ranks 11th in the conference in steals per game with 1.5. 	
	
  On the offensive end, Lattin has seen much improved production. After averaging 5.6 points on .557 shooting in 2015-16, 
Lattin boasts a 2016-17 average of 8.1 points on a .509 field goal percentage. 

KRUGER KEEPS BUILDING				 
	
 Lon Kruger has made his mark in college basketball as one of – if not 
the best – program rebuilders. Want proof? Look no further than what 
he’s done with Oklahoma.  
	
  In the two seasons before his hiring, the Sooners went 27-36 (.429) 
– capped by a 10th-place finish in the Big 12 in 2010-11. Since being 
brought on in 2011, Kruger has led the program to a 119-69 (.640) 
record, including a 104-53 (.662) mark over the past five seasons.  
	
  Kruger’s OU teams keep improving and have surpassed their win total from each subsequent season, with the 2015-16 
squad finishing with a 29-8 record and making a trip to the Final Four. Before his arrival at OU, the Sooners had previously 
not been to the postseason since 2009 when they advanced to the NCAA Elite Eight. 
	
  In five full seasons at Oklahoma, Kruger has produced four NCAA Tournament appearances, three top-three finishes in the 
Big 12, a national player of the year in Buddy Hield and a trip to the 2016 Final Four. Oklahoma was ranked in the top 10 of 
the AP Top 25 poll for every week of the 2015-16 season and made its first appearance as the poll’s No. 1 team for the first 
time in more than 25 years. 
	
  Boasting 598 career victories, Kruger ranks 10th in Division 1 wins among active coaches and 34th overall in NCAA 
Division I history. 
 
THERE’S NO PLACE LIKE HOME			   				            	
	
It’s known as the house Alvan Adams built and Wayman Tisdale filled. It’s also where Billy Tubbs resurrected Oklahoma 
basketball, where Blake Griffin flew high and where Buddy Hield became Buddy Buckets. Now, Lon Kruger is continuing the 
remarkable run of Sooner success inside the Lloyd Noble Center.  
	
  Oklahoma has gone 59-12 (.831) at Lloyd Noble Center in the past five years. Overall, the Sooners are 70-17 (.805) at the 
LNC in the Kruger era. 
	
  The Sooners have won 438 of their last 509 encounters at Lloyd Noble Center, good for a remarkable .861 winning per-
centage. Included in the stretch was a school-record 51-game winning streak (ended in 1990-91). The Sooners also recorded 
a Big 12 Conference-record 37-game home court winning streak (ended in 2003). 
	
  OU is 13-9 at home against AP Top 25 opponents in the Kruger era and has won 12 of the last 17 such contests. 
	
  Oklahoma has won 126 of its last 133 non-conference games at LNC, including 60 of its last 64. The Sooners are 34-4 in 
Norman against non-conference opponents under Kruger. 
	
  Overall, the Sooners own a 533-98 (.850) record in the LNC since the building opened in 1975.

  A 2015-16 All-Big 12 honorable mention selection, Jordan 
Woodard was the team’s second-leading scorer last season with 
averages of 13.0 points (10th in Big 12), 3.4 assists (9th), 3.0 
rebounds and 1.6 steals (5th) in 29.8 minutes. The Big 12 coaches 
voted Woodard a preseason All-Big 12 Honorable Mention selection 
ahead of the 2016-17 season and he has continued to improve his 
numbers as Oklahoma’s leading scorer. At 16.2 points per game, Woodard is sixth in scoring among all Big 12 players. 
	
  Woodard has seen remarkable development from season to season – particularly from behind the 3-point arc. After 
shooting 17-for-67 (.254) from 3-point range in 2014-15, Woodard sunk 80 treys on 176 attempts (.455) his junior year to 
finish second in the Big 12 in 3-point shooting. His scoring average continues to rise each season as he almost doubled his 
scoring output from his sophomore season two years ago (9.3 points per game). 
	
  With three-plus seasons of experience in the Sooner starting lineup under his belt, Woodard makes a dent in the OU 
record book with each additional game he plays. With 21 points against Iowa State, Woodard passed Harvey Grant (1,391) 
and Steven Plegder (1,392) on Saturday. He now sits in 14th all-time with 1,407 points. He is currently 240 points shy of 
finishing his career as top-10 scorer in program history. He already ranks in the top 10 of five statistical categories in the OU 
record book (free throws, free throw percentage, assists, steals, minutes played). 
	
  With 438 made foul shots and a career free throw percentage of .811, Woodard is just the seventh Sooner to ever sink 400 
career free throws.

 SWITCHING IT UP: After five games of using the same starting 
lineup, head coach Lon Kruger swapped Kristian Doolittle 
for Matt Freeman at the forward position. It was the first time 
since February of 2013 that Kruger has adjusted a starting lineup 
during the season. Dante Buford received the start at the forward 
position in OU’s next two games (Dec. 7 vs. Oral Roberts and Dec. 
10 vs. Wichita State) before reutrning to Doolittle. The Sooner 
starting lineup has continued to shift throughout the season. 
Jordan Woodard, Jordan Shepherd and Darrion Strong-
Moore have all had a chance to start at point guard. In total, the 
Sooners have used nine different lineups this season -. the most 
lineups used in one season under Kruger. The Sooners are 8-7 with 
Woodard in the starting lineup.  
 BENCH SUCCESS: OU continues to show its depth in conference play. Through eight Big 12 games, Oklahoma boasts 
23.6 bench points per game in league competition - the second most in the conference. The Sooners are one of only two Big 
12 squads to average over 20 bench points in league games as the conference averages 17.5 per contest.   
u TRIAL THROUGH FIRE: ESPN’s College Basketball Power Index (BPI) ranks the Sooners’ strength of schedule as the 
second toughest in the nation, behind only Wake Forest. Four of Oklahoma’s last nine games have been against teams ranked 
in the AP Top 25 Poll at the time of competition. (No. 2 Kansas, No. 2 Baylor, No. 7 West Virginia, No. 25 Florida).  
 BULLDOGS BACK TOGETHER: Oklahoma’s starting lineup in the first five games included freshman forward Kristian 
Doolittle, the first freshman to start for the Sooners since Jordan Woodard in the 2013-14 season. Doolittle finished his 
debut with five points and three rebounds in 19 minutes. Doolittle and Woodard played together for one season at Edmond 
Memorial High School (Edmond, Okla.), winning the Oklahoma 6A title. The duo is the first pair of former high school 
teammates to start in a game for the Sooners since Blake and Taylor Griffin (Oklahoma Christian School in Edmond, 
Okla.) in 2008-09.	 
 LATTIN NAMED TO OVERSIGHT COMMITTEE: Sooner forward Khadeem Lattin was recently named to the NCAA 
Division I Men’s Basketball Oversight Committee. One of two student-athletes on the 16-person committee, Lattin will serve 
as a non-voting member in a two-year term that begins immediately. The Men’s Basketball Oversight Committee ensures that 
appropriate oversight of men’s basketball is maintained, enhances the development and public perception of the sport and 
make recommendations related to regular-season and postseason men’s basketball. The committee is tasked with priori-
tizing enhancement of the student-athlete educational experience (academically and athletically), and in doing so, promote 
student-athletes’ personal growth and leadership development.

coached the Sooners to a 119-69 (.633) record in six seasons. Over the last four full campaigns, OU 
posted a 96-41 (.701) mark and advanced to the NCAA Tournament each season, capped by a trip to the 
2016 Final Four in Houston. The Sooners had previously not been to the postseason since 2009 when 
they advanced to the NCAA Elite Eight. 

u	 With a career college coaching record of 598-373 (.615), Kruger owns the 10th most wins among 
active Division I coaches. He owns a 20-17 record in NCAA Tournament games and has compiled 16 
20-plus-win seasons, including nine in the last 10 years. His collegiate teams have made postseason 
appearances in 21 of the last 26 years.

u	 Under Kruger, Sooner players have earned First-Team All-Big 12 selections on three occasions and 
racked up 14 Academic All-Big 12 honors. Buddy Hield, who played four seasons for Kruger (2012-16), 
was named the winner of the 2016 Wooden Award, Naismith Trophy and the Oscar Robertson Trophy as 
the national player of the year (first consensus player of the year for OU since Blake Griffin in 2009).

u	 Three Sooners have been drafted into the NBA during Kruger’s tenure. Buddy Hield was selected as 
the sixth overall pick in the 2016 NBA Draft while Isaiah Cousins (2016) and Romero Osby (2013) were 
chosen in the second round of their respected drafts.
